PROGRAM COMMITTEE

Idelle Hammond-Sass expressed disappointment that the Daryls Ewold workshop had to be canceled.  In retrospect, Idelle expressed concern that the Board may need to review the fees that are paid to instructors as well as the fees that are assessed to students.

Other thoughts by board memebers that might improve future workshops are:

· Structure fees so that students pay $25 less than members and non-members pay $10 more than members.


· Ensure that fees are “affordable” for students. 
  

· Advertise in area schools.


· Email instructors about current workshops and events.


· Ask SNAG to publicize workshops and events.


· Have “Pay Pal” as an online option to pay for membership dues and classes.


· Need to have more “active” linking between membership and website.

SURVEY

NEWSLETTER

Christine Bossler request that the Board establish regular dates for distributing the newsletter.  After much discussion, it was agreed that the MSG newsletter would be distributed quarterly:  March 1, June 1, September 1, and December 1.

PUBLICITY COMMITTEE

Bill Fitzpatrick reported that the Jewelry+ Objects Show could be held either at the end of April or the beginning of May.  Members agreed to keep the date at the beginning of May.  The 2006 Show has been extended to six weeks from the end of May to the second week in July.  Unfortunately, these dates will not coordinate with SNAG.
NEW BUSINESS

· Bill Fitzpatrick stated that Annette Deldavid is going out of business and wants to sell everything in her studio.  After much discussion, it was agreed that Annette would be asked to pay a membership fee in exchange for announcing her “going out of business sale” in a future newsletter.


· Annette Berenholz stated that there were two persons interested in being on the board.  Annette will ask one of the persons, Tiffany Pavlina, to come to the next MSG Board meeting.  Annette will also ask Tiffany if she would be responsible for updating the website with upcoming events.
