The Exhibition






“Co-laboratory” is a juried exhibition focused on contemporary work that embodies the spirit of collaboration in the area of metals and jewelry.  The exhibition is scheduled to coincide with the 2008 Society of North American Goldsmiths Conference in Savannah, GA., March 5-8.  

The exhibition has been conceived to accommodate an expansive notion of collaboration in the world of contemporary metals and jewelry.  The collaboration may include the following:

1. Work created through conceptual or practical collaboration with other artists or non-artists to create a shared vision. 

2. Work which involves collaboration between disparate materials or processes, such as mixed-media work, or work incorporating traditional and alternative processes.

3. Work which is interactive, requiring the collaboration of the viewer as vital to its full expression.

Eligibility

“Co-laboratory” is open to all artists living in North America.  Acceptable formats include jewelry, hollowware, flatware, sculpture and decorative or functional objects.  Works produced solely in metal or in conjunction with other materials are eligible. The Savannah College of Art and Design reserves the right to refuse work that fails to meet the quality represented in the submitted images.

Size and Weight Limits 

All work must be ready for installation.  Work cannot exceed 20 x 20 x 20 inches and is limited to 30pounds.  The Savannah College of Art and Design reserves the right to exclude any entry that presents complex exhibition or assembly problems.

Sales

Sale is optional for the accepted participants.  The gallery charges a commission of 50% of sales resulting from the exhibition.

Entry Fees

A $25 non-refundable fee for up to three entries must accompany the application.  Make checks payable to Society of North American Goldsmiths. Applications received without payment will not be reviewed.

Sondra Sherman is an Associate Professor of Art at San Diego State University, CA. Sherman’s work is exhibited and published in Europe as well as the U.S. She has been the recipient of various awards including a Tiffany Foundation Emerging Artists Grant, Mid Atlantic NEA regional artist’s Fellowship grant, RI Council on the Arts Individual Artists Fellowship Grant, PA Council on the Arts Individual Artists Fellowship, and a Fulbright Scholarship for study abroad. Sherman received her Diplom Degree from the Academy of Fine Art, Munich, Germany. Her work is included in the collections of the Philadelphia Museum of Art, The Museum of Fine Arts - Boston, The Smithsonian American Art Museum, The RISD Museum, The Turnov City Museum in the Czech Republic.

Entries

You may submit up to three (3) entries.  Each work may be represented by up to three views.  All entries must be submitted in digital format.  Your digital image file should be named to the following specifications:

Please distinguish multiple views with an ‘a’, ‘b’ or ‘c’ after the entry number.

Digital images must be submitted on a CD-ROM in JPG format labeled with your name.   Digital images must be no larger than 1024 pixels wide with a resolution of 72.  Please label the CD-ROM mac, pc, or hybrid format.  Do not send PowerPoint files, movies or other media. Enhanced or digitally created images will not be reviewed. No CD’s will be returned to entrants.  

You must submit statement that addresses the influence of the process, or notion of collaboration to the submitted works.  The statement should be approximately 200-225 words. Submissions with a statement of more than 225 words, or without a statement will not be considered.
Please include a SASE for notification of jury results.

Delivery and Return of Work

Accepted works must be shipped and insured according to the instructions received with the Notification of Acceptance letter.  Artists are responsible for paying all shipping and insurance charges to the exhibition site. SCAD will be responsible for return shipping and insurance.  Work must be shipped in a reusable container.  Any work that must be re-crated will be done so at the expense of the artist.  Work arriving in a severely damaged container may be returned unopened.
