“Overflow” is a juried exhibition that presents contemporary metalsmithing solutions that address the transformational possibilities between the interior and exterior space of vessels and containers.  The interpretation of the relationship between a vessel and its contents may be real or implied. The exhibition will coincide with the 2008 SNAG conference in Savannah, GA, March 5-8th.

Juror

 

Our distinguished juror will be Leonard Urso.  He currently holds an endowed chair as the Ann Mowris Mulligan Distinguished Professor in the School for American Crafts at Rochester Institute of Technology.  Exhibited nationally and internationally, his works are represented in many museums and both corporate and private collections, including the Art Institute of Chicago, the Memorial Art Gallery of Rochester, Shanghai University of China, Kanazawa University of Japan, The New York Times, Bausch & Lomb World Headquarters, Colgate University, Sybron Corporation, The Washington Post, Highland Park "Aids Garden" Rochester, NY and the Gyeongnam Art Museum in South Korea.

Eligibility

“Overflow” is open to all artists living in North America.  Works produced solely in metal or in combination with other materials are eligible. The work must have been completed in the last two years.  The Savannah College of Art and Design reserves the right to refuse work that fails to meet the quality represented in the submitted images. 

Size and Weight Limits 

All work must be ready for installation.  Work cannot exceed 50 x 50 x 50 inches and is limited to 50 pounds.  The Savannah College of Art and Design reserves the right to exclude any entry that presents complex exhibition problems.

Sales

Sale is optional for the accepted participants.  The gallery charges a commission of 50% of sales resulting from the exhibition.

Entry Fees

A $25 non-refundable fee for up to three entries must accompany the application.  Please make checks payable to Society of North American Goldsmith.  Applications received without payment will not be reviewed.

Entries

You may submit up to three (3) entries.  Each work may be represented by up to three views.  All entries must be submitted in digital format.  Your digital image file should be named to the following specifications:

Firstname_Lastname_entry #.jpg

Example:    Benvenutto_Cellini_entry1.jpg

Please distinguish multiple views with an ‘a’, ‘b’ or ‘c’ after the entry number.

Digital images must be submitted on a CD-ROM in JPG format labeled with your name.   Digital images must be no larger than 1024 pixels wide with a resolution of 72.  Please label the CD-ROM mac, pc, or hybrid format.  Do not send PowerPoint files, movies or other media. Enhanced or digitally created images will not be reviewed. No CD’s will be returned to entrants.

Delivery and Return of Work

Accepted works must be shipped and insured according to the instructions received with the Notification of Acceptance letter.  Artists are responsible for paying all shipping and insurance charges to the exhibition site. SCAD will be responsible for return shipping and insurance.  Work must be shipped in a reusable container.  Any work that must be re-crated will be done so at the expense of the artist.  Work arriving in a severely damaged container may be returned unopened.
