Putting the Band Back Together

The Exhibition:



“Putting the Band Back Together” is a juried ring exhibition open to all artists whose work demonstrates a fresh attitude in ring making, exciting promise, innovation and new energy to the field. We are looking for works that address contemporary ideas through exploration and re-interpretation of format, content, material and process with a reverence to the rich history of the ring itself.

“Putting the Band Back Together” is in recognition of the  “1ST National Ring Show” which started in Athens, Georgia 30 years ago in 1977. The exhibition continued for three consecutive years touring, by Greyhound bus from venue to venue, to various universities and galleries throughout the country. The rings in these exhibitions explored format, concept and material value while opening many doors for the use of non-precious materials such as resins, gum, hair, needle files and more. The rings were absolutely unconventional and provocative. Many of the participants in the original “National Ring Shows” are still active in the field today.   

“Putting The Band Back Together” will coincide with the curated exhibition “The Ring Show: Then and Now”.  This exhibition highlights a selected number of rings from the original 1977, 1978 and 1979 “National Ring Shows”. Artists in this exhibition have been invited to make a new ring to be shown in conjunction with their original ring. 

The two exhibitions will be on view at the 2008 SNAG conference in Savannah, GA, March 5-8th. Fahm Hall, SCAD.

Jim Cotter is the owner of the J. Cotter Gallery in Vail and Beaver Creek, Colorado since 1969. He received his MFA from The University of Wyoming and his BFA in Art Education from Wayne State in Wayne, Nebraska. His work is in numerous collections both here and abroad.  He was one of the original jurors for the 1ST, 2ND and 3RD “National Ring Shows”.

Jamie Bennett is a Professor and Department Head at SUNY New Paltz. He received his BBA from the University of Georgia and his MFA from SUNY at New Paltz. His work is in the Permanent Collections in over twenty museums around the world, He was the 1ST Place winner in the “1ST National Ring Show”.

Ashley Callahan is the Curator of Decorative Arts at the Georgia Museum of Art. Her publications include Modern Threads: Fashion and Art by Mariska Karasz (2007), and Enchanting Modern: Ilonka Karasz (1896-1981) (2003). 

She received her BA from Sewanee and her MA in the History of American Decorative Arts from a program offered jointly by Parsons and the Cooper-Hewitt.
