       Continuing  explorations of  “Damascene”, the long cherished secret of ancient masters.  Create surfaces of vibrant patterns through the rich contrast of gold, silver and copper on iron. This two-day studio experience will explore the direct application of nonferrous metals onto articles of iron using the direct chisel inlay process.  Tool and surface preparation, overlay application, finishing and patination will be reviewed and demonstrated.  Advanced Students can work on special projects or continue with samplers. 


       Tom Madden is the associate professor and chair of metalsmithing at College for Creative Studies, Detroit, Michigan. He holds an MFA from Bowling Green University in Ohio.
