Selected artists will be asked to send four to six pieces to exhibit.  Works must be available until June 31st. as we are planning for  the  show to travel to another venue.

Emerging:  Are you young in experience?  Have you recently graduated or are you about to graduate? Have you not yet had a solo show in a major gallery?  Do you make jewelry or is the subject of your work jewelry? 

Slides sent for the jury process need not be the actual work you will be exhibiting but must depict the essence of your work.
