APPLICATIONS MUST INCLUDE ONE OF EACH OF THE FOLLOWING: 

• Transcript 

One copy of a transcript from the educational institution you are currently attending. 

• Self-Addressed Stamped Envelope 

Provide one envelope addressed to yourself with postage for a letter. Your application materials will not be returned to you. Please use your permanent mailing address to insure we can get in touch with you. 

APPLICATIONS MUST INCLUDE THREE COMPLETE SETS OF APPLICATION MATERIALS LISTED BELOW:
Each set must be presented in a separate two pocket folder with your name clearly written on the front of each folder. Do not bind, use brads or staple your materials.  All forms should be type written.  Incomplete, late or incorrectly submitted/packaged applications will be returned without consideration. 

• Typed Application Form 

List the most recent information first. All sections must be completed and must be typewritten. The completed application form must be signed. 

• Resume 

Including name, address, contact information, educational history, and work history. Include any awards, exhibitions or other scholarships you may have received.

• Artist Statement 

Please limit this to one type written page.

• CD of images of artwork (read carefully) 

Be sure your name is on the CDs

Applicants may submit a maximum of 8 digital images, with a MINIMUM of 5 images. Images MUST be of 4 completed pieces. Images must be in a jpeg file format. Images may not exceed 300 dpi resolution nor 5MB in file size. Name and number each image to correspond with your slide list. (i.e. Last Name1.jpeg) Images must open on both Macs and PCs. Please test your CD to insure that images open on both type of computers before submitting.

• Slide list 

The list should be typed with your name at the top.

Include the number of each image on the CD, it's title, date made, materials, and dimensions of each piece.  If the image is a detail include the number of the main image for that piece. Include all information for each image on your CD.

• Reference 

The reference list should have your name at the top and consist of at least one person submitting a letter of recommendation. Include that person's name, work position, academic affiliation, address and telephone number. 
• Confidential letter of recommendation 

Letters of recommendation should be signed and sealed.  Letters of recommendation must be mailed with your application. Please ask each person providing you with a letter of recommendation to write a concise, detailed and candid summary of why they feel you are worthy of this scholarship.
