Work submitted for the exhibition must be 3D in nature and must be available from 2/15/08 to 4/20/08 

Size and Weight Limits 

All work must be ready for installation.  Work cannot exceed 20 x 20 x 20 inches and is limited to 30 pounds.  The Savannah College of Art and Design reserves the right to exclude any entry that presents complex exhibition or assembly problems.

Eligibility
Original works created under the direction of faculty in any degree/diploma/certificate-granting institution during the 2006-2007 or 2007-2008 academic years in North America may be submitted. Applicant must be 18 years of age or older.  Work included in previous SNAG student exhibitions and/or done before the 2006-2007 academic year is not eligible.  Students must provide the name(s) of faculty that directed the work submitted.

Entries for ‘Cresting’

Work submitted for the exhibition may be 3 dimensional or virtual work.  All CAD models and renderings must be saved to a tiff or jpeg format.
Eligibility
Original works created under the direction of faculty in any degree/diploma/certificate-granting institution during the 2006-2007 or 2007-2008 academic years may be submitted. Applicant must be 18 years of age or older.  Work included in previous SNAG student exhibitions and/or done before the 2006-2007 academic year is not eligible.  Students must provide the name(s) of faculty that directed the work submitted.
Entry procedure

Complete the attached entry form and indicate whether the entry should be considered for the Juried Exhibition only, the Juried Student Digital Image Show only, or for both events.

A total of up to 3 works of art will be considered from digital images submitted on CD; with up to one detail per entry (total of 6 images maximum). The work submitted for the exhibition may also be submitted to the digital image show without an additional fee. 

Image submission details

· No analog slides will be considered- images must arrive on a properly written CD in the manner specified here in order to be considered.
· Image quality and composition is extremely important to the exhibition juries.
· Digital images must be a minimum of 1024 pixels wide and no larger than 10MB each in file size. They should be saved in TIFF or low compression JPG format only.
Your digital image file should be named to the following specifications:

firstname_lastname_entry#.jpg

For a detail shot please label “a” after entry number

· Burn images on to a (closed session) CD-Rom with your name on it (labeled Mac, PC, or hybrid format) inside of a single folder titled with your name.

· Do not send PowerPoint files, Word documents, movies, or other media- Images only.

· Any variation from any of these requirements will lead to disqualification.
· Enhanced or digitally created images will not be reviewed. No entries will be returned to entrants.
· Send CDs in jewel cases in bubble-wrap or other cushioned packaging, broken or otherwise unreadable CDs will be disqualified. 
Accepted work will be exhibited/ presented at the annual Society of North American Goldsmith’s Conference in Savannah, GA, 2008.

Entry Fees

A $20 non-refundable fee must accompany the application. Makes checks or money order payable to: Society of North American Goldsmiths. Applications received without payment will not be reviewed.

Student exhibition specific requirements

Liability: Accepted works must be shipped and insured according to the instructions received with the Notification of Acceptance.  Artists are responsible for paying all shipping charges to the exhibition site.  SCAD will be responsible for return shipping up to $30.  Work must be shipped in a reusable container.  Any work that must be re-crated will be done so at the expense of the artist.  Artists are responsible for supplying the Exhibition Committee with the proper instructions for display and display mounts if necessary. The exhibition committee reserves the right to return any accepted work that is not representative of the images submitted to the jurors or is deemed to be excessively fragile and/ or impractical for proper display/ installation.  Work arriving in a severely damaged container may be returned unopened.
